This will include the laying of healing herbs before the memorial mural showing the names of all 81 witches, with a short performance from members of the Prestoungrange Players.  Everyone is welcome to attend the ceremony.
At 2pm the Halloween or Samhain Family Fun begins, with a children’s fancy dress competition, the Galoshin Panto by the Prestonpans Mummers, stories, song, dance and a Halloween Grotto experience.  Tickets are £5 per adult, and £2.50 per child.  Tickets for both events can be reserved by calling 07503 034019, or bought at the doo
Tim Porteus said: “We want to preserve the best of the Scottish traditions, together with all the fun of modern Halloween.  This weekend’s celebrations will remember the serious side of the season, with the suffering of innocent people in years gone by, but also provide everyone with some enjoyment and the chance to take part in a real community event.”
